On July 7th, 2025, the first wall came down for the RPS renovation project: 
Raising Up a Future Hope. In the excitement of this new day, it can be easy 
to forget how we got here.
Take a walk with me through RPS history...
In 1986 God laid it on the hearts of a group of men and women in Richland 
County to open a “crisis” pregnancy center. While they may not have known 
the full impact back then, they were laying the foundation for a medical 
facility that would save the lives of thousands of babies while introducing 
their parents to the love and mercy of Jesus Christ.
In the early days of the ministry, RPS provided free pregnancy testing and 
motherhood mentoring support to women as well as parenting classes for 
moms and dads. 
Just 10 years later, RPS moved into the Trimble Road location that we would 
call home for the next 18 years. In those 18 years God fortified the ministry 
through those who gave of their time, treasure and talent. It was during 
this time that RPS began providing ultrasounds, STD testing, abstinence 
education, Dad-to-Dad mentoring and opened the RPS Boutique to provide 
material support. 
In 2014, RPS purchased our first building, our current location. The building 
was renovated to fit the needs of the ministry at that time. In 2021 RPS’ 
growth exceeded the constraints of the building but God had gone before 
us! Our current building had space to expand! As we watch the new walls 
go up it is exciting to consider the lives that will be impacted and changed 
forever because of what happens here. 
It is your commitment to seeing women and men in our community be 
introduced to abundant life in Jesus that we can continue this life saving 
work every day. Your partnership impacts eternity. Thank you.

ANNUAL FUNDRAISING EVENTS
